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ABOUT YOUR FEDERAL EMPLOYMENT

Welcome to the Federal Aviation Administration!  Many people believe that the federal workplace is one that is filled with acronyms, codes and mystery when it comes to understanding your job status and benefits.  This pamphlet is not intended to provide information that covers all situations, however, it will provide a foundation to get you started on understanding your benefits. 

Upon being hired in the federal government, you will receive the Standard Form (SF) 50, “Notification of Personnel Action.”  This document will tell you the type of appointment you were hired on, the type of retirement coverage, and other important information.  Once you know your type of appointment, you will be able to understand the benefits available to you.  In addition, in Block 31 on your SF 50, you will find a date that identifies your Service Computation Date (SCD).  In most cases, this date is the date you were first hired.  As long as you are continuously employed, the date will always be the same.  However, if you have a break in your employment, the date will reflect the actual amount of time you have worked.  This date is used to determine your leave accrual rates—nothing else.  As an employee, you have four SCDs:  retirement, leave, Reduction-in-Force (RIF), and Thrift Savings Plan (TSP).   Your retirement SCD will be the date used to determine your length of service in meeting the eligibility requirement to retire.  Leave SCD determines how much leave you are entitled to accrue.  RIF SCD determines your retention standing in the event there is downsizing within your activity.  TSP SCD determines if you are vested in the agency automatic 1% contribution in your retirement savings and investment account.  TSP vesting is generally met upon completing 3 years of civilian service.
For your own record, you should establish a personal file to keep all of your SFs 50, other forms regarding your benefits (such as, SF 2809 "Health Benefits Election Form"; SF 2817 "Life Insurance Election"; TSP-1 "Election Form", etc.), as well as your Statement of Earnings and Leave (SEL).  Your servicing Human Resource Management Division (HRMD) will maintain an Official Personnel Folder, commonly referred to as the OPF.   The OPF contains a history of your employment--all of your SFs 50, election forms, etc.  But it is important that you maintain your own file.  So, let’s talk about your appointment and remove some of the mystery.

Appointment …

Basically there are only two categories of appointments, permanent or temporary.  There are many types of appointments within each of the categories, such as Excepted NTE, Excepted Indefinite, Excepted Conditional, Excepted Permanent, etc., which have been established to meet the needs of the agency.  For our purposes, we will look at the two categories.

· Permanent Appointments.  This means that there is no time limitation connected with your appointment.  If you were first hired by the federal government after December 31, 1983, you are covered by the Federal Employees Retirement System (FERS) and are eligible for health and life insurance.  In Block 30 on your SF 50, you will see “L” which stands for FERS and FICA for Air Traffic Controllers.  This is your retirement coverage.  You are paying 6.2% Social Security wage tax, and also contributing 1.30% to the retirement system.  As a newly hired employee you are placed in an Excepted Conditional appointment, which means you are considered a permanent employee, however, have not completed the required one-year  probationary period.  If you successfully complete your probationary period, your tenure will be converted to a permanent status.  
If you were previously employed by the federal government, your retirement coverage may reflect code “C” CSRS-Offset.  This coverage is given to those who are vested under the Civil Service Retirement System (CSRS).  Vesting is met if you have at least 5 years of creditable service as of December 31, 1986, or 5 years as of your last break in service with at least one day of CSRS or Foreign Service Retirement System (FSRS) coverage.  If your coverage is “C” you have a 6-month opportunity to elect coverage under FERS.  Contact your HRMD for further information.

Permanent appointments also confer eligibility to enroll in the Federal Employees Heath Benefits (FEHB) and Federal Employees’ Group Life Insurance (FEGLI) programs.

· Temporary Appointments.  On your SF 50, in Block 5B, if it states Excepted NTE 1 year (or less), you are ineligible for retirement coverage, health and life insurance.  If you check Block 30 of your SF 50, it should reflect code “2” which means, no retirement coverage, but you are paying a Social Security wage tax of 6.2%.  If you become covered by a retirement system in the future, temporary service will be credited for leave accrual, RIF, and vesting requirement under the TSP rules.  However, temporary appointments on or after January 1, 1989, are not creditable service in determining eligibility for retirement.  Excepted appointments initially made for more than one year are covered by the retirement system (FERS), and provide eligibility for health and life insurance. 
If you received an appointment that confers benefits, there are decisions that you must make within the first few weeks of employment.  The following information is provided to help you make your decisions.

Federal Employees Health Benefits (FEHB) Program …

As an eligible employee, you may elect health insurance coverage without a medical examination.  There are no restrictions because of age, current health or pre-existing conditions.  You have 60 days from the date of your eligible appointment to enroll in an FEHB plan.  Your coverage is effective the beginning of the pay period following the date the enrollment form is received in your servicing HRMD.  Time is an important consideration since you will not have coverage until you make the election.  

There are many plans available.  Your choices range from a Health Maintenance Organization (HMO) to a Fee-for-Service Plan.  You must review the various plans and make a determination that is best for you, comparing both the coverage and differences in cost.  The employee and the government share the cost.  The government’s share may not exceed 75% of the total enrollment cost—you as the employee, pay the remaining amount.  If you are hired on a part-time work schedule, contact your HRMD for information on the cost of health insurance because premiums will be prorated based on your work schedule.  Plan comparison information is available in the Guide to Federal Employees Health Benefits Plans.  This booklet and specific plan brochures are

available through your servicing HRMD or the Office of Personnel Management's (OPM) web site.  You will use the SF 2809, "Health Benefits Election", to enroll in FEHB.  If you do not enroll during the 60-day time limit, you will not have another opportunity to enroll until the annual open season or life event that would allow you to enroll.  You are responsible of notifying your servicing HRMD in a timely manner of these events to meet the specified enrollment time frames.  The open season occurs each year beginning the Monday of the second full workweek in November to the Monday of the second full workweek in December.

You can use pre-tax dollars to pay health insurance premiums under premium conversion.  If you participate in premium conversion, your share of the FEHB premium is deducted from your taxable income, thereby reducing your taxes.  Participation in premium conversion is automatic unless you waive it within 60 days of your appointment.  If you participate in premium conversion, you cannot cancel your enrollment or change to a self-only enrollment outside of open season or a qualifying life event.  For further information on premium conversion or to complete a waiver, contact your servicing HRMD.  

Federal Employees' Group Life Insurance (FEGLI) Program …

FEGLI is a term insurance policy with no cash value.  As a new employee, you are automatically enrolled in Basic life insurance unless you waive the coverage by completing the SF 2817, "Life Insurance Election" form.  Within the first 31 days after your eligible appointment, you may elect optional insurance coverages by completing SF 2817.  Any options not elected will be deemed as waived. You must have Basic coverage before electing any Optional insurance.

Listed below are the options available and values of each:

· Basic equals your annual salary, rounded up to the next $1,000, plus $2,000.  (Example:  annual salary is $25,982, rounded up to $26,000 plus $2,000 equals $28,000 worth of insurance.)  
· Option A-Standard equals $10,000.  
· Option B-Additional equals your annual salary, rounded up to the next thousand, times one to five multiples.  (Example:  annual salary of $25,982, rounded up to $26,000 times two would equal $52,000.)
· Option C-Family equals $5,000 for your spouse and $2,500 for each eligible dependent child, times one to five multiples.  (Example:  if you elect two multiples, your spouse is insured for $10,000 and each eligible dependent child for $5,000.) 

If you did not elect Option C Family insurance and have a life event, for example, get married, you may elect family coverage within 60 days of the life event. 
If you waived Basic coverage or did not elect Options A and B, at a later date you may want to increase your insurance.  To accomplish this, you must wait at least one year after your last election, have a medical examination at your own expense, and be approved by the Office of Federal Employees Group Life Insurance (OFEGLI).  Your servicing HRMD has the form you will need to provide the physician.  The only other opportunity to enroll is during an open season for life insurance.  However, these are uncommon and are scheduled by the OPM.  If your life insurance changes, item 27 on your SF 50 will show the new code and explanation of your coverage. 

The cost of Basic life insurance is shared by you (2/3 of the premium) and the government (1/3 of the premium).  Basic insurance cost is $.155 biweekly for each $1,000 of coverage.  You pay the full cost of Optional coverage which is based on your age, increasing in 5 year increments (40, 45, 50, etc.).  To determine the cost for Optional coverages refer to OPM's web site.  For additional information about the FEGLI program, please review The FEGLI Booklet for Federal Employees.

Note:  If you work on an intermittent or part-time work schedule, contact your servicing personnel office for information on the value and cost of your insurance.  

Retirement …

If you were first hired after January 1, 1984, in a non-temporary appointment, you are a FERS employee.  FERS is a three-tiered program consisting of TSP, Social Security, and a FERS annuity.  A detailed explanation of FERS can be found in the OPM booklet, FERS (An Overview of Your Benefits).

Air Traffic Controller Retirement:  There are special retirement provisions for Air Traffic Controllers (ATC) under FERS. The law defines an ATC as a civilian employee actively engaged in the separation and control of traffic; or providing pre-flight, in-flight, or airport advisory service to aircraft operators.  Also included in this definition is an employee who is the immediate (first level) supervisor of an ATC.  When you occupy a position as defined above, you are earning credit towards the special ATC retirement.  This is sometimes referred to as earning "good time" or "ATC time" or occupying a "covered" position.

If you serve 20 years in an ATC position (retirement code L), you will be eligible for an early retirement and an enhanced annuity.  Under special provisions, an ATC can retire as early as age 50 with 20 years of ATC service or at any age with at least 25 years of ATC service.  The annuity is computed as follows:  1.7% times the high-3 average salary times 20 years of service; and 1% times the high-3 average salary times remaining years of service.  The high-3 average salary is the average of your highest 3 consecutive years of pay.

At some point in your career, you may occupy a position that is not a "covered" ATC position.  This could happen if you become a second level supervisor or manager, or enter another occupation. This service is not considered "good time" for ATC service for retirement under the special provisions.  If you move to such a position, your retirement code (block 30 on the SF 50) will reflect code K - FERS and FICA.  Your contributions to the retirement system will be .8% of your salary and FICA contributions will be 6.2% of your salary.  Regardless of what position you hold at retirement, you will be eligible for the special ATC retirement as long as you have completed at least 20 years of "covered" ATC service. 

Mandatory Separation:   The law requires that an employee who occupies a "covered" ATC position be separated on the last day of the month in which he/she turns age 56 or completes 20 years of service if over age 56.  The mandatory separation provisions do not apply to employees who are not currently occupying a "covered" position even if they are eligible to retire under the special provisions because they have served for a minimum of 20 years in a "covered" position.

General Retirement:   If you do not complete 20 years of "covered" service, you may retire under the general retirement provisions.  You must have 30 years of service and be of minimum retirement age (MRA).  The MRA changes, depending on your year of birth, and ranges from 55 to 57 years of age.  You may also retire with a minimum of 20 years of service at age 60 or at age 62 with at least 5 years of service.    The general annuity formula is 1% of your high-3 average salary times your total years of service.  If you retire at age 62 or later with at least 20 years of service, the factor is 1.1% rather than 1%.

The annuity, under both the special and general formulas is a very small part of the retirement program.  For you to have a comfortable retirement, you must have an investment strategy to replace the loss of income.  The intent in the establishment of FERS was to have a flexible, portable retirement system, with an investment program.  There are additional facts that you should know about your system.

· Any non-covered service (temporary) on or after January 1, 1989, is not creditable for retirement.
· If you separate and request a refund of your retirement contributions from OPM, you lose all credit for the service covered by the refund and it can never be used for any retirement benefit.
· You can influence your retirement income.  Consider contributing to the Thrift Savings Plan (TSP) and other savings and investments throughout your working career, to ensure a comfortable retirement.
Note:  If your retirement code is “C” CSRS-Offset, retirement eligibility, annuity computation, and rules on crediting non-covered service (temporary) are different from FERS.  Contact your servicing HRMD for further information.

Thrift Savings Plan (TSP) …

The TSP is a retirement savings and investment plan for federal employees.  The retirement income that you receive from TSP depends on how much you have contributed during your working career and earnings on those contributions.  The contributions that you make to TSP are voluntary and are separate from your contributions to the FERS or CSRS annuity.

The TSP is a very important part of your FERS retirement.  When you are first employed, you have a 60 day election period to begin contributions to the TSP.  As a FERS employee, you must wait until the second open season to receive the agency automatic 1% and matching contributions.  If you do not elect to contribute within 60 days of being hired, you must wait until a TSP open season.  

There are two TSP open seasons each year:  April 15 through June 30 and October 15 through December 31.  If you are hired before June or December, that open season will count as the first open season.  (Example:  if you were hired March 3, you will be eligible to receive agency contributions in December, because you were hired before June 1.)

To contribute to the TSP, you must submit a TSP-1, “Enrollment Form”, to your servicing HRMD and elect how much you want to contribute.  In 2002, as a FERS employee, you may contribute up to 12% (7% for CSRS-Offset) of your basic pay.  The contribution limits will increase by 1% each year until January 2006 when the percentage limits will be lifted and only the IRS annual limit on elective deferrals ($11,000 in 2002 and increasing $1000 each year with a limit of $15,000 in 2006) will apply.  There are five funds to invest in:  the G Fund (most secure, government securities); C Fund (high risk, Standard & Poor’s 500 stock index); F Fund (high risk, bond index tracks the Lehman Brothers U.S. Aggregate); S Fund (high risk, small-capitalization Wilshire 4500 stock index); and I Fund (high risk, International stock index).  You make your investment choices directly with the TSP using the TSP web site (www.tsp.gov), the ThriftLine (504-255-8777), or Form TSP-50 (Investment Allocation).  If you use the Web site or the ThriftLine, you will need your TSP Personal Identification Number (PIN).  Your PIN will be mailed to your home address once your new account has been established.  As a new employee, you cannot allocate contributions until you receive a letter from the TSP confirming that your new account has been established.  Until you submit an allocation, all contributions will be invested in the G Fund.

If you are a FERS employee who has completed the waiting period for agency contributions, an account will be established for you whether or not you contribute.  The government contributes 1% to your account, plus will match your contributions up to 4% (dollar for dollar for the first 3%, and $.50 on the dollar for the next 2%) for a total of 5%.  You are immediately vested in your money and the matching funds, but you must have 3 years of civilian service to be vested in the agency automatic 1%.  Your TSP SCD is used to determine if you meet the 3-year requirement.

There are several detailed guides available that address investment options, the loan program, and other aspects of the TSP.  It is recommended that you carefully review the Summary of the Thrift Savings Plan for Federal Employees.

Leave …

Your Leave SCD, Block 31 on your SF 50, determines the amount of leave you are entitled to accrue.  If you have military service, your SCD will reflect creditable active duty service.  If you are retired military, you are given credit for certain expeditions or campaigns.  A full-time employee earns 4 hours of sick leave each pay period.  Your annual leave accrues depending on your length of creditable service (Leave SCD) and tour of duty.  (Contact your servicing HRMD if your work schedule is other than full-time.)  Up to three years of creditable service, you earn four hours each pay period; three to 15 years, six hours; 15 years and over, eight hours.  The leave year ends the beginning of the first full pay period in January.  A civilian employee may accumulate up to 240 hours in any leave year.  Annual leave hours over 240 will be forfeited when the leave year ends.  (Some employees may accumulate more than 240 hours based on overseas tour or because of an uncommon tour of duty.) 

Military Service …

If you have military service prior to 1957, it is fully credited to you without a retirement deposit required, unless you are retired military.  Under FERS, any military service after 1956, must have a military deposit paid for this service to count in your retirement SCD.  If you are covered by CSRS-Offset, contact your servicing HRMD for information on crediting your military service.  The FERS deposit is 3% of your military base pay, plus interest.  As a new employee, you have an interest free period of the first two years following FERS coverage, with the interest posted on the third anniversary date.  This is called your interest accrual date (IAD).  Interest is compounded each year on your IAD.  (For example: if you were hired in a FERS covered position on March 3, 2002, you will not owe any interest if you pay the deposit before March 3, 2005 (the 3rd year following your first FERS appointment).  If you have additional periods of military service, your IAD will be posted in the same manner; that is, upon the 3rd anniversary after your return to your civilian position.  You should check with your servicing HRMD upon your return from military service to see if you are entitled to other advantages as a result of the Uniformed Services Employment and Reemployment Act (USERRA).

If you are retired military, your service will not count for retirement purposes unless you waive your military retired pay (prior to retirement from your civilian job) and make a deposit for that service.  Contact your servicing HRMD for exceptions and additional information.

Social Security …

Your Social Security record continues to grow from Social Security covered federal employment and private sector employment.  When you become eligible for a benefit, at age 62, or if you choose to apply at a later date, you will receive benefits based on the law in effect at that time.  There are no offsets in your Social Security benefit based on your federal employment.  You will receive an annual statement, however, you may request one at any time by contacting Social Security using their web site, calling the toll free number, 1-800-772-1213, or stopping by your local Social Security office.  By receiving your statement, you can track your Social Security earnings each year and become aware of potential benefits.

Beneficiary Forms …

Beneficiary forms are used to designate a person who will receive benefits in the event of your death.  Completing beneficiary forms is not necessary if you prefer to have your benefits paid under the normal order of precedence (widow/widower, children, parents, executor/administrator of the estate, and next of kin).  The following is a list of beneficiary forms you may want to consider completing:

· SF 2823 – Life Insurance (FEGLI)

· SF 1152 – Unpaid Compensation of Deceased Civilian Employee

· SF 2808 – CSRS

· SF 3102 – FERS

· TSP-3 – TSP

Beneficiary forms must be free of erasures and alterations.    

Resources …

All withholdings from your wages are shown on your SEL.  You should continually review this statement for deductions, leave balances, tax issues, etc.  If you believe there is an error in the amount of withholdings, it is your responsibility to contact either your HRMD or your payroll contact, as appropriate.

There are many resources available to help you learn more about your federal employment.  The FAA has developed a web-based tool to assist employees in accessing information about federal benefits.  Life Links connects benefits to life events such as marriage, divorce, and retirement.  You can determine what actions are necessary to keep your benefits current throughout your career as you experience a life event.  You can also access forms and links to other federal web sites from Life Links.
