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Runway incursion prevention is of the utmost importance to the Federal Aviation Administration.  A runway incursion is any occurrence at an airport involving an aircraft, vehicle, person, or object on the ground that creates a collision hazard or results in a loss of separation with an aircraft taking off, or intending to land.   Airport operators can help reverse this adverse trend through awareness training to all ground vehicle operators on your airport and ensuring that your airport markings and signage provide accurate reference for your users.  The enclosed pamphlet provides suggestions on ways to reduce or eliminate surface incidents and runway incursions.
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
