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The basic runway and taxiway configurations of many airports in the United States were constructed prior to the jet age.  Since that time, the volume of operations and the speed and size of aircraft using our nation’s airports has increased dramatically.  At the same time, the risk of runway incursions has also increased.  One of the major factors that can contribute to runway incursions at an airport is that of airfield configuration.
