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In 2000, the FAA received reports of more than 550 vehicle/pedestrian deviations (V/PDs)—of which 85 resulted in runway incursions.  The key to reducing V/PDs is making sure those who are authorized to drive on the airfield possess the knowledge operate safely.  Driver training programs and comprehensive operational procedures are essential components in helping to reduce V/PDs.

The enclosed pamphlet outlines why V/PDs are a concern to airports and provides steps to help prevent such incidents.
