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It is widely recognized throughout the civil and military aviation communities that the threat to human health and safety from aircraft collisions with wildlife is increasing.  It is estimated that by 2008, the air carrier fleet will contain about 7,000 aircraft, only 10% of which will have 3 or 4 engines.  This reduction in engine redundancy increases the probability of life-threatening situations resulting from aircraft collisions with wildlife, especially involving flocks of birds.
