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On December 1, 2000, the FAA issued Change 1 to Advisory Circular 150/5340-1H, Standards for Airport Markings.  This document changed the standard for runway hold position markings and ILS critical area markings by increasing the size of paint lines to 12 inches.  The change also clarifies that holding position markings are to be outlined in black.

Certificated airports are expected to comply with the new standard as soon as possible, but no later than September 30, 2002.  Airports that subscribe to the 150 Series advisory circulars should have already received a copy of Change 1.
