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CERTALERT #02-03, issued by FAA’s Office of Airport Safety & Certification on April 25, 2002, advised certificated airports of a recent National Transportation Safety Board recommendation that post-accident critiques be completed after any accidents involving air carrier aircraft.

FAA Advisory Circular 150/5200-31A, Airport Emergency Plan, Appendix 2, contains a checklist that should be utilized when critiquing an accident involving an air carrier aircraft.  If a post-accident interagency response critique is held within a timely manner, airports will be better equipped to immediately act on deficiencies identified.

Airports that have experienced an aircraft accident and implemented a substantial portion of their airport emergency plan related to an air carrier accident may substitute this event for their required periodic full-scale airport emergency plan exercise.  If such a substitution is made, the certificate holder should conduct a critique of their performance during the accident.

A comprehensive “review” of the Airport Emergency Plan (AEP) is required at least once every 12 months





The review must include all parties tasked in the plan, to ensure responsibilities are clearly understood and all information is current.





Conduct of a plan review should normally generate at least minor AEP modifications.  Please forward changes to your certification inspector.





If for some reason you anticipate the interval between AEP reviews will exceed 12 months, please contact your certification inspector.
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
