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As we start 2003, FAA emphasis once again will focus on runway incursion prevention.  A letter sent to airport operators by the FAA on August 22, 2002 encouraged all towered airports to develop a vehicle driver’s training program to combat the risk of vehicle deviations and runway incursions.  FAA Advisory Circular 150/5210-20, Ground Vehicle Operations on Airports, provides guidance for vehicular operations on airports and should be used to develop an airport specific training program.  Advisory Circular 150/5210-20 as well as most others may be found on the FAA’s Internet site at http://www.faa.gov/arp/150acs.cfm
