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Bird and other wildlife strikes to aircraft annually cause over $500 million in damage to U.S. civil and military aviation. These strikes put the lives of aircraft crewmembers and their passengers at risk: over 400 people have been killed as a result of bird strikes (Source-www.Birdstrike.org).
