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The summer construction season is in full swing at many airports 

around the FAA’s Great Lakes Region.  From runway safety area 

work to runway extensions, airfield construction poses a hazard to 

airport operators, tenants, and the flying public if not carefully 

supervised throughout all phases.

The FAA has developed a quick reference guide pamphlet to 

remind airport operators that they are ultimately responsible for 

the safety of construction activities on the airport.  Advisory Circular 150/5370-2E, ”Operational Safety on Airports During Construction” contains valuable information and guidelines to follow when developing and implementing a construction safety phasing plan for airport construction projects.
