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A revision to 14 CFR Part 139, Land Airports Serving Certain Air Carriers, was approved and published in the Federal Register on February 10, 2004.  The effective date is June 9, 2004.

Among the most significant changes:

· Reduces the general requirement to hold an airport operating certificate from the present 31 seat requirement to as low as a 10 seat configuration.

· Requires those airports serving scheduled air carrier aircraft of 10 passenger seats or greater to obtain a full airport operating certificate.

· Eliminates the limited airport operating certificate status and corresponding airport certification specifications.

· Requires ARFF coverage for scheduled air carrier service of 10 passenger seats and above.

· Separates airports into a classification system, consisting of Class I through Class IV.

· Addresses current and additional record keeping requirements.

· Adds recurrent training requirements for personnel involved in the airport self-inspection program.
