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The new 14 CFR Part 139 regulation may require a change to your existing sign and marking plan.  According to Advisory Circular 150/5210-22, Airport Certification Manual, a sign and marking plan must contain the following elements:
· The runway and taxiway identification system needs to be addressed, including the location and inscription of each sign.

· Runway markings, taxiway markings and holding position markings must now be included.

· The signs should be graphically depicted on the plan in close proximity to their locations on the airfield, not by a number reference to a separate legend or table.  Multiple pages might be required to support the need for legible graphics.

· [image: image3.wmf]The plan should depict the appropriate systems in a legible color diagram, as shown below.

Please ensure that your sign and 

marking plan are submitted in accordance 

with the standards outlined above.  

Also, two color copies of the plan

must be submitted with your ACM.
