The fiscal year 1999 Airport Improvement Program (AIP) has been one of the most challenging ever.  To date, this year’s AIP has been authorized in three phases: FY 99 “A” through March 31, 1999; FY 99 “B” through May 31, 1999; and FY 99 “C” through August 6, 1999.  Each phase offered a percentage of overall fiscal year funding, with FY 99 “C” funds still to be announced.





Although it hasn’t been easy, we have managed to meet the challenge with success.  To date, we have issued 41 grants totaling approximately $32 million in AIP funds.  For comparison, in FY 1998, we issued 62 grants totaling $46.2 million.  And, we still anticipate issuing another 28 grants before this year is through.  Thank you to all the sponsors, states, and consultants for meeting all of FAA’s deadlines.





rent-free space

Under the current grant conditions, airport sponsors are required to provide rent-free space or land for air traffic, navigation, weather reporting, and communication activities.  This obligation runs for twenty (20) years from the date of the most recent grant agreement.  If you have current or anticipated leases with FAA which will expire on or after September 30, 1999 and/or any�

"As-Built" Airport Layout Plan Requirement for Construction Projects

Grant Assurance number 29 requires that the airport sponsor keep the Airport Layout Plan (ALP) up to date at all times.  When a grant is issued for a construction project, the sponsor should include the preparation of the "as-built" ALP as part of the project.  Many construction projects will require revision to the ALP although some, such as pavement rehabilitationor slurry seal, will not.  Any project, which includes increase or reduction in pavement area (including runway, taxiway and apron projects), new facilities or buildings, and land acquisition, will require an update to the ALP.  Land acquisition will also require an update to the Exhibit A, Property Map.  The need for, and scope of the revision, should be agreed upon at the project-scoping meeting.





The "as-built" ALP is required to show not only the physical improvements to the airport as a result of the construction project (or land acquisition), but also changes to all of the affected imaginary surfaces and associated data tables.  For example, a runway overlay project may not change location or length or the runway, but elevation and pavement strength may change.  A runway extension would require numerous changes.  These changes must be in accordance with current FAA design standards.





The "as-built" ALP is not the same as an ALP Update.  An ALP update is a complete revision of the entire ALP, not just the area affected by a project.  It brings the entire ALP into conformity with current FAA design standards and updates the ALP to show future planning needs.  The "as-built" ALP only provides interim information between complete updates.
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disadvantaged business enterprise - reminder

For FY 2000, overall Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) goals and anticipated DBE involvement in DOT-assisted contracting must be in conformance with the new requirements of CFR 29 Part 26.  These goals and plans are to be submitted to Ossie Jordan of our Civil Rights Staff (ANE-9) by September 1, 1999.





At last month's DBE briefing held in Nashua, NH, David Micklin, manager of FAA's national DBE program, shared that assistance in formulating your responses to the new requirements would be coming in the form of a revised DBE "kit".  This DBE kit will supersede that issued in May 1989.  Currently, the DBE kit is still being coordinated within the Department of Transportation.  When Departmental approval is received, the FAA will place the DBE kit on the Internet at FAA's Office of Civil Rights home page.  Hard copies of this document will also mailed to New England airport sponsors and DBE Liaison Officers by Ossie Jordan. Forward Looking Infrared Radar Cameras

Paragraph 59 of AC 150/5220-10B, Guide Specification for Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting Vehicles, states that the Driver's Enhanced Vision System (DEVS) "may be optional and by separate procurement".  This system consists of three subsystems: Night Vision, Navigation, and Tracking.  The DEVS is eligible at those airports where the Surface Movement Guidance and Control System (SMGCS) includes the requirement for DEVS.  However, the Forward Looking Infrared Radar (FLIR) component of a DEVS is a relatively low cost item that provides visual guidance during periods of low visibility and, as such, is a cost effective option for ARFF vehicles.  In fact, paragraph 59a requires that a FLIR camera be installed on all ARFF vehicles, which are subject to the standards in the Advisory Circular.  Sponsors who properly specify ARFF vehicle purchases by reference to the Advisory Circular should expect to receive a FLIR camera as part of the basic vehicle equipment.
