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AIP FY-2002 - SUMMARY

This fiscal year, Airport Improvement Program (AIP) funds were appropriated at the authorization level of $3.3B.  New to this year was the emphasis on security-related improvements in the wake of September 11, 2001, terrorist attacks; a separate appropriation of direct costs security funding; and the establishment of the Transportation Security Administration.

Overall, this region was able to grant 117 new projects utilizing $144M of federal funds, including the special appropriation.  These numbers do not include grant amendments:

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EXHIBIT “A” PROPERTY MAPS

On October 11, 2002, a letter was sent from Vince Scarano to all airports currently anticipating a federal project in FY 2003, regarding Exhibit “A” Property Map (Exhibit “A”) “clean up”.  To reiterate, historically Exhibit “A” Property Maps are required by legislation to be part of the grant application.  Since an update to an Exhibit “A” is only required when property is bought or sold, regardless of federal participation, this office opted to accept a certification if the Exhibit “A” was current.

However, administrative review of our FY 2002 program identified that some Exhibit “A’s” were not current, or the certifications did not accurately reflect the grant agreement the current Exhibit “A” was attached to.  In an effort to start with a clean slate, we have established FY 2003 as a baseline for these maps.  Therefore, each grant application will be required to have a current, approved Exhibit “A” Property Map attached.

AIP FY-2003

At the time of this writing, there is not an appropriation bill for FY-2003 AIP.  Project managers will still continue to scope projects identified in the Airport Capital Improvement Plan (ACIP) for this fiscal year.  To highlight the credibility of our ACIP planning efforts during FY 2002, approximately 90% of the original projects listed on the ACIP were granted.  Therefore, it is important to notify your respective FAA state planner or engineer as soon as possible if you have any changes.

RUNWAY SAFETY AREAS

In the last year, we have had 23 accidents/incidents associated with aircraft running off, veering off, or landing short of a runway.  Sixteen of these were at our obligated airports with eight resulting in substantial/major damage or destroyed aircraft and seven of which resulting in minor to severe injuries to the people on board.  Three occurred at Part 139 airports; three occurred at Commercial Service airports, and the remaining 10 at obligated General Aviation (GA) airports.  At one of the GA airports, the aircraft was destroyed and there were major injuries to at least two of the individuals on board.  All of this highlights the significant safety value of having standard runway safety areas at all of our airports.  Accordingly, this is a high priority project under the AIP and is an item that needs to be reviewed for compliance each time we propose to fund a Master Plan or Development project at an airport under AIP.

Effective October 1, 1999, the FAA issued Order 5200.8, Runway Safety Area Program.  This order states that the Runway Safety Area (RSA) is intended to provide a measure of safety in the event of an aircraft’s excursion from the runway by significantly reducing the extent of personal injury and aircraft damage during overruns, undershoots, and veer-offs.  It further states that the objective of the Runway Safety Area Program is that the RSA’s at federally obligated airports and all RSA’s at airports certificated under 14 Code of Federal regulations (CFR), Part 139 shall conform to the standards contained in AC 150/5300-13 Airport Design, to the extent practicable.

In accordance with the Order, each Regional Airports Division is required to collect and maintain data on the RSA’s for each runway at federally obligated airports and airports certificated under Part 139, within their geographic purview.  For all other than Part 139 airports, the RSA inventory and determination can be done at any time, and will normally be done during the master planning process.  The inventory and determination must be completed prior to any project for runway construction, reconstruction, or significant expansion that involves Federal funds.  However, due to the significant safety enhancement afforded by runway safety area improvements, they can and should be considered as stand-alone projects where is makes logical sense to pursue them.

Consequently, this year we plan to develop an inventory of the RSA’s at all of our obligated airports to determine which currently meet standards and which ones do not.  For those airports where it’s possible to address these high priority projects now rather further delaying them, we also plan to bring them into our updated ACIP.

far part 139 amendment

Attendees will earn Continuing Education Units (CEU).

THE NEW ENGLAND REGIONAL AVIATION SYSTEM PLAN:
uNDERSTANDING THE CHALLENGES OF THE NEXT TWO DECADES

Most of the readers of this newsletter are familiar with the significant growth in Manchester, Providence and Bradley Airports.  While clearly the entry of Southwest Airlines is responsible for much of this increase, the New England Region Air Service Study had already identified the potential for this passenger shift.  Consequently many significant terminal and runway improvements were already in construction by the time Southwest Airlines arrived on the scene.

The operating principle for these forecasts was simple- passengers will go to the nearest, most convenient airport, all else being equal.  While Boston is still the largest center of population and economic activity, other portions of the region were experiencing increases in jobs and residents.  Similarly, the demand for air travel was spread over a much greater portion of the New England region.  Using this logic, the Air Service study identified a potential market of two million Logan passengers who would use regional airports if fares and quality of service were comparable to Logan’s.

Now that those estimates have been met and exceeded, the next question is how much more will this trend continue and what problems will it bring?  Also, can train service divert air passengers from congested air facilities and how large of a delay savings will this achieve?  Finally, given what we know about passenger behavior and their travel requirements, how well can demand management strategies improve the performance of the airport system?

In order to address these issues, FAA has provided a grant to the six New England state aviation agencies and ten air carrier airports to develop city pair forecasts and passenger-airport choice models to understand the magnitude of these issues.  This is the objective of the ongoing Phase One of the study.  Phase Two will apply these models through varying conditions to develop analysis of scenarios.  While it isn’t possible to accurately forecast specific levels of aviation activity 20 years from now, passenger behavior should continue to respond in a similar manner in selecting airports for specific types of trips.  By modeling this behavior under a wide variety of conditions, we can identity the situations that are most challenging to the region’s airport system and how effective different policies and investments will be in responding to these problems.

In addition to the consultant team, the project is utilizing a Peer Review Panel comprising of professors from MIT, Harvard, and Northeastern Universities.  This group is providing guidance on the technical issues for this study.  This past summer a meeting was held with regional economists to review the population and employment assumptions underlying the long-term socio-economic forecasts.

Although passenger service is the primary emphasis of this study, the study will also examine future general aviation and air cargo activity.  These categories of aviation are more intertwined as never before.  The decreasing cost of corporate aviation is beginning to make this on-demand air travel competitive with first class travel on scheduled airlines.
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4th ANNUAL aviation expo in nashua, NH

The program for the day is varied to appeal to a broad range of pilots with 15 individual classes, some of which are offered more than once to accommodate high interest.  Topics include Engine Operation, Runway Safety, the Latest NOTAMS and IFR Procedures, Human Factors, Survival After an Unplanned Landing, and Removing the Mystery from Aircraft Maintenance Records, among others.
