CONSERVATION DEED RESTRICTIONS

The      , hereinafter referred to as      , in fulfillment of an agreement with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, does hereby designate conservation deed restrictions on       property located at       Airport,      ,  FORMDROPDOWN

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the       owns, operates and maintains a municipal airport system, located within the City of Bellingham; and

WHEREAS, the Port desires to designate conservation deed restrictions, in perpetuity on that portion of the       Airport property as delineated by      , under recording no.      , records of       County  FORMDROPDOWN 
, and more particularly described in the attached Exhibit “A”;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the premises, and the covenants hereinafter contained, the       attaches the following restrictions to the subject property:

1.  Wetland creation or habitat activities will be allowed over the described areas to the extent the property shall remain substantially undisturbed and maintained with existing vegetation.

2.  Access to the described areas shall be restricted to trimming of trees or vegetation that becomes a public safety hazard and could interfere with the normal operations of the airport facilities.

3.  The establishment of conservation deed restrictions does not in any way construe the creation of a “Wildlife Refuge”, that would be a habitat for birds, waterfowl, or large mammals.  Should conditions develop that would encourage a wildlife habitat, then the airport shall follow the procedures outlined in Part 139, paragraph 139.337, Wildlife Hazard Management and coordinate any activities with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, prior to implementation.

These covenants and conditions shall run in perpetuity with the land described in Exhibit “A” and be binding on successors and assigns.
