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	EM AND RSI DATA MIGRATION

The NIMS Data Migration strategy was introduced in NIMS Newsletter Volume 1, Number 7, leading off with a discussion of WebFSEP data migration.  This issue of the NIMS Newsletter continues with a brief presentation of data migration for EM (Event Manager) and RSI (Resource Support Interface).

RSI is a system primarily comprising a comprehensive set of processes to extract, transform, and re-host Maintenance Management/Monitor System (MMS) heritage data residing in the Maintenance Processor System (MPS) onto a centralized, open-systems platform.  It receives data from each of the operational MPS nodes.  RSI combines the data from the 23 MMS instances into a single database.  These data will be ported into the NIMS database (Oracle).

The EM application is a separate application developed to allow the Airway Facilities Control Center (AFCC) specialists, Service Support Center (SSC) supervisors, and coordinators to track and coordinate the events of day-to-day operations of NAS facilities and services, and maintain the technician callback priority and availability list.  EM is installed at the AFCCs.  These data will be ported into the NIMS database (Oracle) on a site by site basis.

The following figure represents the order of authority that will be applied in instances where data overlaps occur across data sources.  For example, if a data element is stored in both WebFSEP and the RSI, the order of authority mandates that the element will be migrated from WebFSEP since it is the higher authority of the two sources.  Note that RSI, EM and the MMS Design Document are all considered at the same level of authority.
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OPERATIONAL TEST UPDATE

Operational testing (OT) on NIMS Event Management System (EMS) version 1.1 is currently being conducted at the William J. Hughes Technical Center (WJHTC).  Testing is being performed in accordance with test procedures developed by the NIMS OT test team and carried out by staff from each of the OCCs, the Detroit General National Airspace System (GNAS), the Potomac TRACON, NIMS Human Factors, and NIMS Security, as well as the NIMS test team.  As the procedures are completed, the testers document all anomalies or failures as a Test Trouble Report (TTR).  The previous days TTRs are reviewed each morning by the entire team and corrections, additions or deletions are made as needed.  Upon completion of the OT, the TTRs will be will be reviewed by the NIMS Change Review Board (CRB) and, as appropriate, forwarded to the development team to implement changes in the software.
