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Appendix K.   SUA Schedule Data Format

Special Use Airspace Schedule Data Format

The OASIS provides the capability to view Special Use Airspace (SUA) reports via the tooltips displayed by the SUA and the Military Training Routes (MTR) overlays in the WIND application.  Below is a description of the of the SUA reports.  

SUA Schedule Formats

There are 12 parameters defined for SUA schedules.  There are two primary types of SUA schedules: 1) airspace schedules, and 2) military route schedules.  The first seven parameters of all schedules are the same, with only the low/high altitude in an airspace schedule being replaced by entry/exit points in a military route schedule.
