This denial is not a final agency action under Title 49 of the United States Code section 44703 and is subject to reconsideration by FAA’s Federal Air Surgeon (14 CFR 67.409).  

You are cautioned to abide by 14 CFR 61.53 relating to the prohibition on operations during medical deficiency.
