Subject:  Temporary certificate renewal when airman is not present

Background:  Occasionally the training center requests that a temporary certificate be replaced for an airman that is out of the country, or otherwise not available, when the temporary is about to expire.  Some TCPM are responding issuing the temporary even though they have never met the individual; others are reluctant to respond when they did not see the identification of the airman; and still others are doing an emergency field issuance of a temporary.

Policy:  It is not appropriate to use the “emergency field issuance” for that purpose.  That was intended to be used when a certificate is lost or stolen, and the person needs to exercise the privileges of the certificate without waiting for OKC to respond.  

The person (TCE/DPE/Inspector) that gave the check-ride physically identified the airman when the temporary was issued, and that is the person that should issue the temporary when the original one is about to go beyond the120 day expiration date.  
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
