Subject:  National approval of FlightSafety International’s (FSI) instructor training course

Discussion:  More than a year ago FSI requested that we work under a lead center concept to approve one instructor training course that all of their centers could use.  We agreed to do that and a number of TCPM volunteered to participate in that activity.  After months of deliberation we decided that it was imperative that we first resolve issues involving Part 135/121 training and the disconnects between the POI and the TCPMs.  As you know this 135/121 issue was a work group activity at the September 2002 TCPM Seminar.  Although we are getting closer to finalizing the 135/121 draft language, we do not have it in place as of this date.  We therefore have not renewed the efforts to approve a national instructors training course for FSI.

It was recently brought to my attention that some TCPM are refraining from approving instructor training courses because of this plan to review and approve one course of training for all FSI centers and instructors.  As centers must by regulation continue to train instructors, we ask that you continue to approve individual instructor courses as the need arises, until we have completed the approval process for one approved course for all of FSI.  

Policy:   It is the responsibility of each TCPM to review and determine approval of instructor training courses submitted by the centers within their area of responsibility.  

When a concurrence is reached on one course for all of FSI instructor training, TCPM will be notified by rescinding this “Answer for TCPM” and replacing it with appropriate guidance
